The minutes from the October 21, 2015 Meeting were presented.  Lucy Thomas moved to approve and Tony Trower seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

Administrative:   
Water/Sewer:    Ace is scheduled to clean the river intake which was approved prior.  There was a sewer backup by the school on Oak that has been addressed.  
Streets/Alleys:   No trucks have been available on surplus; Paul will research other options.
Parks:    Paul and his crew have buried the conduit and set the post for the Christmas project.  All materials cost have come in at just under $1,000.  The lighting and celebration is scheduled for the Sat. after Thanksgiving with the actual setup being the day before.  

Police/Court:   See new business.  

Health Code:   Betsy Doughramaji mentioned that she spoke with the City of Topeka about their condemnation process and was sent some procedures.   This is an area that she will continue to address.

Swimming Pool:   Meetings continue to be held by the committee to flush out costs and ideas.  
Old Business:
 PEC:  An engagement letter was presented from David Lee to continue from the Oct. 21 meeting’s discussion and approved motion to begin the process to develop plats, maps, and everything else needed to complete Phase I.  A motion was made by Tony Trower to approve the contract for $24,750 to prepare a new Preliminary Plat, evaluate the potential/feasibility connections to existing City utilities, to attend up to three council meetings to support the process and to file the final plat with the JF Co Register of Deeds Office.  Mike Hahn 2nd; motion carried 4-0.  
LMI Survey:  Discussion continued as to a possible incentive for returning a completed survey.  It was determined that the self-addressed stamped envelope included with the approved cover letter was sufficient.  The mailing was to be completed by Nov. 10 to coincide with an article in the Vindicator.    
Ordinance No 5-601:  After speaking with the City Attorney, it was determined that the Ordinance be adopted without the paragraph containing the exception.  It will be prepared and presented in its final form at the next Council meeting.
New Business:     The Chief, in referring to a written report, had several issues that the Police Committee had recommendations on.  The first was the state had requested that Mike Reynolds attend the FT officer academy that start Nov 30.  In an effort to accommodate that change in schedule, the staff had an applicate apply that has eleven years of experience from the AT Co Sheriff’s Department and requested permission to hire PT which was approved.  Second, was a request for funds to equip the federally acquired rifles with more exact optics.  A motion was made by Tony Trower, seconded by Lucy Thomas to purchase the Fiber optic Trijicon for $1,266 for both rifles with a lifetime warranty; approved 4-0.  The third item discussed was the Crown Vic patrol car and the maintenance costs that were escalating.  The Chief had obtained an option on two cars with less than 49,000 miles on them from the Kansas Highway Patrol for consideration.  Tony Trower made a motion to commit to purchase the 2014 Grey Dodge Charger for $18,850.  Lucy Thomas seconded the motion which passed 4-0.
